281. CLINICAL EFFECTIVITY OF TREATMENT
BY EQUATOR AT PATIENTS WITH SYMPTOMATIC
HYPERTENZION
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In developed countries from arterial hypertension
suffers about 30% of adult population. At treatment of
symptomatic hypertensions of renal genesis the preference is
given for medicines which decreases AP quickly and has
prolonged effect. Antihypertensive drug Equator it is fixated
combination of lisinopril 10 mg and amlodipine 5 mg.

Aim of research: estimation of treatment’s effectiveness
of nephrogenic hypertension by antihypertensive drug
Equator according to clinical mainfestations and level of AP
at hospitalized patients.

Equipment and methods: Examined 40 patients (26
mans and 14 woman) in the age from 28 till 72years with
mild, moderate, and severe form of symptomatic AH, with
chronic pyelonephritis in anamnesis. Equator has been
prescribed in dosage 1 tablet at morning to patients with AH
II-1IT degree. In case of AH III degree additionally was used
diuretics at the beginning of treatment. Course of treatment
10 days.

Results and discussion: In average systolic pressure
(SP) 186+8,31 mm.Hg, and diastolic pressure(DP) -
109+14,2 mm.Hg . 64% of patients has AH III degree, 36% -
AH II degree. Before patients has been treated by ACE-
inhibitors (43%), diltiazem (38%), physiotenz (10%), teveten
(9%). HF 1 degree at 26 %, at 74% of patients HF II degree.
At 73% of patients on ECG LV-hypertrophy signs, at 15 %
rhythm disorders such as ventricular extrasistoles. At 89% of
patients signs of chronic pyelonephritis, at 40% of patients
mild and moderate degree of proteinuria. During treatment
observed decreasing or disappearance of basic complaints at
5% of patients on 1 day, at 40%- on 2-3days. At 53% of
patients’ level of AP sets on 4-5days and only at 7 % of
patients on 6 day. Average of SP compose 139,2+5,9 mm.Hg
, DP 90,1+4,12mm.Hg. Improves clinical condition of
patients, disappears heart pains. Side-effects not observed at
anyone.

Conclusion: on the base of received results of Equator
usage in treatment of nephrogenic arterial hypertension we
can make conclusion about it’s effectivity, no side-effects,
comfortable usage, and secure control of AP during 24 hours
and recommend Equator in mono-therapy at symptomatic
AH 1II degree, and in combination with diuretics at
symptomatic AH III degree.

282. USING OF PLANT DRUG KANEPHRON IN
PATIENTS WITH GLOMERULOPATHIES
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Actuality of glomerulopahties problem is defined by
severity of prognosis of disease, progress of process even till
chronic renal insufficiency development. In last years it’s
verified that expressed and prolonged proteinuria toxically
influence on canaliculi epithelium. Filtrated proteins
reabsorbtion activates proximal canalicui epithelium what
leads to excessive production of inflammatory and vasoactive
substances. Molecules of this substances are secreted through
basal parts of cells into interstitium and promote
inflammatory  reaction and further nephrosclerosis
development.
