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The results of diagnostics, treatment and prophylaxis of acute esophagocardiac bleedings in 285
patients with the liver cirrhosis and syndrome of portal hypertension have been analyzed in the paper.
The algorithm of the emergency medical aid in case of bleeding from the esophageal and the stomach
varicose veins dilatation has been proposed in the work. Lethality cause analysis in case of the given
pathology has permitted to determine our potential, to reconsider questions of treatment tactics and to
introduce actively planned endoscopic sclerotherapy in the system of treatment to prevent bleeding.
