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Analysis of the Main Methods of Stabilization of Teeth

Summary. Over the last decade, the prevalence of major dental diseases, such as diseases of hard tissues of
teeth and periodontal tissue diseases has increased, despite the rapid development of reconstructive dentistry.
According to domestic and foreign authors increase the percentage of complicated caries, especially destructive
forms of periodontitis involves the search for new technologies and methods for stabilization of teeth after surgery
resection of the apex of the tooth, which is necessary during the treatment of this disease.

The most studied and widely accepted method to stabilize teeth is splinting teeth. There are temporary and per-
manent splinting of teeth in the treatment of diseases of periodontal tissues. Tires, in turn, are divided into tempo-
rary and permanent, as well as removable and non-removable. Temporary tires used on small term, after which they
are removed. Depending on the purpose of treating this type of splinting while using them can range from several
weeks to months. Temporary splinting of teeth to immobilize conducted during therapeutic or surgical treatment
that improves conditions for tissue repair and strengthening effect of the treatment. This type of change is also
widely used in preparation for prosthetic treatment as retention aids. With such splinting keep teeth remaining in
the period leading up to the mouth prosthesis. Temporary splinting should be performed before selective grinding
of teeth in advanced stages of periodontitis, and apply throughout the period of combined treatment. Initially, the
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treatment of temporary splinting can eliminate traumatic factor, periodontal tissue damage and negative effects of
pathological tooth mobility. Temporary splinting can effectively resolve the issue of removal or storage moving teeth.
Temporary splinting is seen as one of the elements of health care regimen.

Temporary tires must meet the following requirements: reliable record all teeth easily imposed and removed
from the dentition, chewing uniformly redistribute pressure on the abutment teeth and replace defective dentition,
in the case of fixation on the tooth rows not resist conducting drug therapy and surgical treatment does not injure
mucous membrane of the gums, be different in manufacturing simplicity.

In the case of generalized periodontitis in the tires include all teeth, thereby stabilizing an arc. If periodontitis
focal length of the tire depends on the localization of lesions and its relationship with teeth that have periodontal
unstruck, the tire must include the block teeth unaffected periodontium.

Temporary tires manufacturing laboratory method is divided into: plastic that can be reinforced metal wire to
increase strength, depending on the clinical situation, metal, ceramic and fiberglass. By the method of fixation is
divided into kapovi, vestibulo-oral and oral. By design of the tires divided into annular, semiannular tabs, crowns,
half crown,, caps, composite.

Over the last decade become widespread methods of splinting using fiberglass tapes, cords and beams are
fixed on one or both surfaces of the teeth of a functional group on the use of composite materials, adhering to the
principles of the release of the gingival margin, between the teeth and cervical lobe teeth. The advantages of this
type of splinting to single visit production, aesthetic effect and minimal invasiveness, thus extending the indications
for their use.

Very promising method for stabilization of teeth after root apex resection surgery is trans radix (endodontist-
endoosalna) implantation. Another indication for the application of this method is the condition in which the atrophy
of the alveolar bone and made the point that the tooth is kept a soft cloth, simple splinting of a tooth to restore the
normal functioning impossible. In these clinical conditions for immobilization loosened teeth (tooth), you can use
a metal pin, which is entered through a root canal in the jawbone. This method is called trans radix fixation. 3 most
commonly used for this purpose tantalum, Vitale, Viron and titanium pins.

But in many clinical situations trans radix fixation alone is not sufficient to stabilize the loosened teeth, so must
be supplemented splinting. This type of splinting can be combined with tooth replantation. Intraosseous implanta-
tion is effective if immediately thereafter to ensure reliable fixing pin. The means for this is the strong rail or fixed
prosthesis. Practice shows that in the case of immediate intraosseous implant fixation after 9 months he recorded
not only by connective tissue, but bone. Stabilized thus tooth is almost equivalent to the neighboring .

Thus, the indications for splinting is now formulated as follows: to stabilize the teeth with increased mobility,
which does not change after occlusion management and treatment of periodontal diseases, to prevent movement
of the teeth, to stabilize teeth after orthodontic treatment to stabilize teeth after acute injury.

Thus, the restoration of biomechanical parameters tooth amputated the tip of the root, to ensure reliable and
long-term fixation of intraosseous endodontist, implant, settings optimal three-dimensional obturation of the root
canal front tooth after root apex resection surgery is important and timely research problem.
