DIFFERENTIAL DIFFERENCES OF TREMOR BETWEEN PATIENTS WITH PARKINSON DISEASE
AND ESSENTIAL TREMOR

Abstract: to describe the differential features of Essential Tremor and Parkinson Disease. Materials and Me-
thods: 205 consecutive patients with idiopathic Parkinson Disease (PD) and 29 patients with Essential Tremor (ET)
were questioned at time of routine clinic visits. Results and Conclusions: Postural tremor of the arms and the head
tremor were more common in patients with ET (p<0.05). Resting tremor of the arms and legs was more common in
PD patients (p<0.05). Postural tremor severity was significantly higher in patients with ET (p<0.001), and the
severity of resting tremor was higher in PD patients (p>0.05).
