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Chronic Acalculous Cholecystitis and Coronary Artery Disease: Clinical Peculiarities of Combined
Course

Summary. This article is dedicated to the investigation of the features of angina clinical course complicated by
chronic non-calculous cholecystitis (CNC). To achieve this goal the authors comprehensively examined 109 pa-
tients with chronic coronary artery disease (CAD) and concomitant chronic cholecystitis and 36 patients with CAD
without concomitant pathology of the gastrointestinal tract. CAD was represented by stable angina of Il and Il func-
tional class (according to CCS, 1976). Heart failure corresponded Il A stage by N. D. Strazhesko and V. H. Vasilenko
(1935). The diagnosis of CNC was established according to the recommendations of the International Classification
of Diseases, 10th revision. CNC in most patients was in remission and unstable period of moderate exacerbations.
Patients of all groups were under physical examination, conventional clinical, laboratory, biochemical, instrumental
studies. All examinations were carried out on an empty stomach in the morning, before taking medications.

During admission to a hospital patients of the experimental group complained of pain in chest and disruptions
of heart rhythm, shortness of breath, as pain equivalent at significant physical exertion, slight edema of legs in the
evening, feeling of heaviness in the right upper epigastrium after taking fatty and fried foods, recurring headaches,
general weakness, diarrhea.

In the experimental group 24 patients (22.0 %) felt pain during walking up to 100 m, 63 patients (57.8 %) — from
100 to 500 m, 5 patients (4.6 %) — from 500 to 1000 m, or during ascending up to the 1st floor — 3 patients (3.7 %),
to the 1st floor — 65 patients (59. 6 %), 2nd floor — 19 patients (17.4 %), while excitement — 35 patients (32.1 %), at
rest — 26 patients (23.9 %), at night — 16 patients (14. 7 %).

89 patients (82 %) of the experimental group took Nitroglycerin regularly and pain attack relieved in 2-3 minutes,
19 patients (18 %) of this group did not apply Nitroglycerin. In the control group 33 patients (92 %) used Nitroglyc-
erin to relieve angina attacks and 3 (8 %) of them did not take it.
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During detailed questioning of the patients of the experimental group «cholecystic complaints» were found
which had not been leading in the clinical picture: pain in 7 patients (6.4 %), gastric dyspepsia (“empty” belching,
bitter taste in the mouth, periodic nausea) in 32 patients (29.4 %), intestinal dyspepsia in 45 patients (41.3%). Pa-
tients often noted predominance of diarrhea. Stabbing pain, which was associated with the intake of fried and spicy
foods, was found in 55 % of patients, dull or aching pain in the right upper quadrant of permanent character — 45%
of them.

Duration of CAD in patients of group A was 5,8+4,3 years, of CNC - 8,4%4,7 years. The average duration of
postinfarction period was 4,5+3,2 years. In 53.2% of patients the pathology of the biliary system was preceded
by CAD. Aggravation of cholecystitis up to 4 times per year was reported in 18 patients (16.5%), over 4 times — in
33 patients (30.3 %), seasonality of exacerbations noted 8 people (7.3 %) and acute cholecystitis coincidence with
heart attacks aggravation was found in 18 patients (16.5%). The latter feature was observed more frequently in
females — 10 patients (34.5%).

In patients of group A (experimental group) the following risk factors of coronary artery disease were revealed:
male sex, family history, cigarette smoking, hypertension, obesity.

Thus, in patients with combined course of coronary artery disease and chronic non-calculous cholecystitis the
main clinical features of the disease should be noted: increased number of angina attacks per day, frequent cardi-
algia as the equivalent of angina pain, high prevalence of pain irradiation, increased dose of Nitroglycerine to relieve
angina attack.
