Objective: to evaluate the importance of clinical ex-
amination in detecting infants with developmental dyspla-
sia of the hip.

Method: Seven hundred newborns were examined
within few days after birth at the nursery department and
reexamined at the age of 3 months with additional pelvis
X-ray done for all newborns.

Results: Those newborns with abnormal clinical exam-
ination at birth tend to have normal clinical examination at
three months of age. Infants with acetabular dysplasia at 3
months of age tend to have normal clinical examination.
Infant with abnormal clinical examination tend to have
subluxation or dislocation of the hip joint..

Conclusions: clinical examination is an important and
effective method in detecting cases of hip subluxation and
dislocation at the age of 3 months.

An experienced pediatric orthopedic surgeon will make
the clinical examination more valuable and meaningful.
Mild acetabular dysplasia usually shows normal clinical
examination.
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
