IN THE MEMORY OF N. N. TRAPEZNIKOV
(1928-2001)

Nikolay Nikolayevich Trapeznikov, a founder of Russian
oncology, a leading clinical and experimental oncology scientist,
Director of the N.N.Blokhin Cancer Research Center, RAMS,
Academician of RAS and RAMS, deceased after a severe illness.

N.N.Trapeznikov devoted 50 years of his scientific and medi-
cal activities to the Cancer Research Center in which he started
as an intern to finish as the director. He took an active part in the
organization and development of the CRC RAMS as the head
oncological institution in the USSR and Russia, and became an
N.N.Blokhin's worthy successor.

N.N.Trapeznikov achieved most important scientific results
in the treatment for bone and soft-tissue tumors. He directed
search of new therapeutic approaches for these cancer types,
with surgery being the principal treatment modality. He con-
tributed greatly to development of regional intra-arterial
chemotherapy for sarcoma of extremities which improved con-
siderably the patients’ survival. Indications of limb preservation
surgery in bone cancer were developed under his guidance and
with his active participation. The study demonstrated a great
chemotherapy potential in the treatment for metastases of
osteogenic sarcoma.

Most regimens of radical treatment for locomotor cancer
include extended surgery that is often mutilating and disabling.
N.N.Trapeznikov described rehabilitation procedures for such
patients in a large number of scientific papers., The General
Oncology Clinic achieved good results in applying express-pros-
thesis techniques after amputations and endoprosthesis. This
approach provided faster rehabilitation of patients and even
allowed complete functional restoration. Original titanium
endoprostheses of knee, shoulder and hip joints were developed
that ensured full restoration of the limb function while being
much cheaper than their foreign prototypes. Scientific teams
headed by N.N.Trapeznikov were awarded two State Prizes (in
1977 and 1999) for achievements in science and technology.

Nikolay Nikolayevich paid much attention to teaching and
training of young doctors and scientists, he headed the Chair of
Oncology, I.M.Sechenov Medical Academy, for more than 25
years. A total of 25 doctor of medicine's and more than 50 philos-
ophy doctor's theses were written under his supervision. Four
directors of institutes and 11 professors consider N.N. Trapeznikov
their teacher. He was the author of more than 400 scientific publi-
cations including 10 monographs in this country and abroad.

N.N.Trapeznikov conducted much organizational work as the
head of the Oncology Federal Program, oncology sections of the pro-
gram of National Priorities in Medicine and Health Service and the
scientific council for malignant neoplasms, the chief oncologist of the
Health Center, RF President’s Managing Department, as President of
the Association of Cancer Centers and Institutions of CIS.

As the head of the Russian and European largest cancer center
N.N.Trapeznikov could not help participating in organization of

cancer control activities. The years of work at the Union
International Contre Cancer, close contacts with foreign col-
leagues from Europe and the USA, the high expertise in cancer
morbidity and cancer service functioning in Russia convinced
N.N.Trapeznikov to set up a Russian society against cancer. Such
a society was organized in 1994 as an independent and non-pro-
fessional organization aimed to draw attention of broad public to
cancer problems. N.N.Trapeznikov was the founder of the WHO
International Melanoma Committee, the head of the COME-
CON Oncology Coordination Center which was evidence of
high international appraisal of his merits. He was also the region-
al director and scientific coordinator of European School of
Oncology (ESO) in Russia and CIS.

Nikolay Nikolayevich was awarded several Russian and for-
eign decorations for merits.

Presidium of RAMS and Russian medical science have lost
the head of the largest academic Center and a recognized lead-
er in oncology, a person of great kindness, a considerate and
responsive friend and teacher. We are mourning deeply over
decease of Nikolay Nikolayevich and shall always venerate his
memory.
