A brief history of the American Cancer Society
will be presented, followed by a discussion of its
approach to tobacco control — consisting of research
and surveillance, cessation, advocacy, education, and
international activities. Based on these activities and
experience, and an analysis of the global tobacco epi-
demic, two sets of suggestions will follow: what the
American Cancer Society has learned about tobacco
control and how these issues might be used to advan-
ce tobacco control in Russia, especially through
rati- fication and implementation of the Framework
Convention on Tobacco Control, engagement of
physicians and other health care providers, raising
the price of cigarettes, establishing strong research
and surveillance systems, and promoting smoke-free
environments.
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
