INFLAMMATORY DISEASES OF THE SMALL PELVIS ORGANS: CURRENT TACTICS

Far Eastern State Medical University, Khabarovsk
Resume

The review presents the data on epidemiology, etiology, clinical course peculiarities and diagnostics of inflammatory dis-
eases of the small pelvis organs in women. Risk factors of the inflammatory diseases were analyzed. Current management
tactics of these diseases is presented. The authors emphasize the necessity of the deliberate diagnostic threshold decrease
in case of pelvic inflammatory diseases. Empiric antimicrobial therapy aimed at eliminating a potentially wide spectrum of
pathogenic bacteria is to be prescribed. The authors describe the conditions that make it difficult to choose an appropriate

antimicrobial therapy.

Thus, pelvic inflammatory diseases remain a serious medical problem of gynecology. Management tactics should be
directed to prevention and reproductive potential increase of the women having had the described pathology.
