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SELECTION OF TRANSPLANT IN RECONSTRUCTIVE SURGERIES
ON FEMORAL-POPLITEAL SEGMENT

The results of the repeated surgeries in 88 patients with recurrent ischemia due to thrombosis of bypass grafts
after femoral-artery bypass grafting (BPSH) with distal anastomosis above the knee slit have been presented. The
average patient age was 59 + -3.5 years. There were 82 males (93.2%) and 6 females (6.8%). According to the
classification of A. Pokrovsky, PB degree of ischemia of the extremity was revealed in 52 (59.0%), SH degree - in 23
(26.1%), 1U degree - in 13 (14.8%) patients. Average indicators of ankle-brachial index (ABI) in patients with B 11
degree of ischemia equals 0.46 + -0.21, and in patients with critical ischemia - 0.39 + -0.25. By type of graft used at
primary BPSH, 4 groups of patients have been identified: 1gr. - reversed autovein - in 45 (51.1%), 2 gr -explant of the
firm 'North' - in 30 (34.1%), 3 gr.-explant of "Basex" - 7 (7.9%) and 4 gr. - explant "Ecoflon” - in 6 (6.8%). The
frequency of amputation at different levels reached 26.1%, lethality - 5.9% .. The best results were obtained in groups
3 and 4 (after reoperation on thrombotic explants "Baseks" and "Ecoflon” as well as the use of these re-transplant
during reconstructive surgery), in which the preservation of limbs after repeated reconstructive operations were
respectively 85.7% and 83.3%.
