As always, you may pick up some immensely useful information from the lectures and literary reviews: on the brain plasticity in children with CP
(0. Klochkova et al.), on the application of enterosorbents in clinical practice (B. Panfilova, T. Taranushenko), and above all — on the safe use of drugs for
pregnant women (0. Reshetko et al.). The latter material is especially interesting to us, as the SCCH Teratology Information Service, where all concerned can
obtain exhaustive information on the problem of toxic effect of drugs, alcohol and other toxic substances on children (www.embryotox.ru) has been
successfully functioning for the last 3,5 years.

Immunoprophylaxis of the severe RS-viral infection course, clinical relevance of the upper airways’ latent infection, recommendations on managing
children with Niemann-Pick disease, application of herbal medicinal products, mucolytics, »-3 polyunsaturated fatty acids, non-steroid antiinflammatory
drugs, physiotherapy in children, reticulocyte and erythrocyte indices in patients with chronic diseases — this is only an incomplete list of the topics
represented in this issue.

Read about the modern aspects of studying the child development cognitive sphere in the materials prepared by a group of doctors (G. Karkashadze,
0. Maslova et al.) and in the article by M. Lazarev. The information on rehabilitating children with intellectual disorders given in the column «Medical and
psychological pedagogic help to children» (E. Strebeleva) will be just as useful.

Do not forget about the new chapters from the WHO reference book on the integrated management of childhood diseases.
